Proposition 39 was passed in November 2012 with more
than 60% support. It closed a corporate tax loophole that
only benefited out-of-state corporations. It is generating
about $1 billion annually for California, with half of the
money going to the state general fund and half toward
measures designed to create jobs and save energy for the
next five years. The Yes on Prop 39 campaign was co-
chaired by Senator Kevin de Le6n, Tom Steyer and former
U.S. Secretary of State George Shultz.
